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As Purdue Calumet progresses into

the 215t century, technology and teaching
methods continue to evolve. While past
generations saw simple innovations used
in the classroom such as the overhead
projector, modern students often take for
granted available technology. The use of
sophisticated electronic equipment, per-
sonal computers and the introduction of
the internet to classrooms allows students
to accomplish more than ever. Purdue
Calumet now plans to take these modern
advances hevond the classroom

Beginning in 2008, classes must pass cer-
tification before being available to stu-
dents. If a class fails to meet new stan-
dards, it will not be offered. This applies
to both new and existing classes

The task force has faculty crossing
departments to evaluate online classes.
Evaluating other departments produces a
balanced view that relies less on critique
of the information and more on its peda-
2ogy.
